Participants

The Program

This seminar focuses on the role of sexuality that contributes to the development of a fully human and moral person and life. 

Sexuality and Culture Seminar – 1 session of 1 1/4 hours weekly

This seminar has as focus a deeper understanding of how sexuality is expressed and determined through cultural systems. 

Sexuality and Spirituality – 1 session of 1 1/4 hours weekly

The focus is on the integration of Christian spirituality and sexuality. The Christian call to “fullness of life” invites transcendence of dualistic thinking and modeling into harmonious wholeness in living. 

Communicating about Sex Seminar – 2 sessions of 1 ¼ hours weekly

Using case studies and role playing, students learn to talk knowledgeably and comfortably about sexual matters. They are taught how to initiate conversations in ways that those in their care will find non-threatening, non-intrusive and growth facilitating. 

Cost

Kshs. 28,000 (A limited number of bursaries are available)
