(hendricksa.chisanga@yahoo.com)  into being in an interview with me.

Who is Fr. Julian Kasiya?

He is aMalawianMissionary ofAfrica. He wasorn in 1960 in the family of nine (9) children. His
father was acatechist He was in the first group adhe Malawian candidates recruitetty the
Missionaries of AfricaHe workedas missionaryor eight years in Ghana, three years in Nigeria, one
year in Ireland and eight years now in Malawi doing home service.

You were amonghose who helped in acquiring land and constructions. How did you find yourself
in that?

When was the first intake admitted, from where and how many were they?

Malawi as you know igart of the Southern Africa Province (SABJether withZambia, Mozambique

and South Africa. It was in October 2008 when we started withdtudentsfrom Zambia, one from
Mozambique and five from Malawi. Before that, in 2002, we had six Malawian candidates. Two went
to Jinja and two to Arusha. Since the otten did not go, we looked for a place for them at Balaka
Inter-congregational Institute anthey were accommodated by the Carmelites.

Why is our house named after Lechaptois?

We couldgivethe house any name but wapted for Lechaptois to show our apprietion to the one
who wasthe leader of the first Nissionaries ofAfrica caravan to come to Malawi in the diocese
where we have built our house. Duettee political situation they left for Tanzania.

Beingsomeone who stood in fotectorshipthow has been your experiende Lechaptoidrormation
House in Balaka?

The Third year students are assigned with a spatiabtry of visiting and taking the
Holy Eucharist to the sick, the physically challenged and the elderly people in some Small
Christian Communities around Balaka Parish. Every Sunday thgedeucharistic Liturgy,
they mount their bicycles, and take tHely Eucharist and the Word of Gdd the Small
Christian communities.

Our formabrs have their own pastoral work too. They celebrate mass on Thursdays,
Sundays and sometimes on other days at St. Charles Lwanga Secondary, Bakhita Secondary
Schoo| Balaka Hospital and other Centres within Balaka Parish.
